Unit 1:  Greek Tragedy:  Oedipus the King
The play Oedipus will be read with students in class.  Class discussion topics will include the elements of drama, characterization, the significance of characters, irony, conflict and theme.  

Students will complete content and comprehension questions as nightly homework. Any daily class check of homework may be recorded under Reading and Viewing on PowerSchool (but will not receive an academic grade). The completed set of questions will be recorded under Reading and Viewing as an assignment.  

Upon completion of the play, students will complete a comprehension quiz.  Because the play is studied through oral reading and guidance in class, the quiz will include a Listening component and be recorded in the Viewing and Listening category.

Through this unit, students should meet several objectives including the following:

Ask and respond to questions in a range of situations, including those related to complex texts and tasks

∙
Make connections between the ideas and information presented in literary texts and their own experiences

∙
Listen attentively and critically to understand and to evaluate 

∙
Use information from a variety of sources to construct and communicate meaning.
