For the Mid-Term Comparison Essay . . .
Know the following concepts/ideas for your comparison essay:

Character – How characters change; develop; contribute to the action/ideas…
*You could also be asked about major OR minor characters, so know both!

Conflict – How conflict shapes a character, atmosphere (Explain the conflict and also how or if it was resolved)

Theme – How characters relate to a given thematic idea. 
Comparison Essay Format – Side by Side Method

Para. 1 – Introduction – Introduce topic and both works you will be discussing 

Your intro should include the following:

A sentence including author and titles
A sentence about something broad that unifies the two works
A sentence identifying the question asked
Your thesis statement

Para. 2 (3) – Discuss To Kill A Mockingbird in relation to your topic

Para. Next – Compare – Briefly state the similarities (differences) between To Kill A Mockingbird and The Giver (look at what you have already written to what you are about to write!). This is a TRANSITION PARAGRAPH between the two works. 

Para. Next – Discuss #2 (The Giver) with reference to the topic

Para. Next – Conclusion
