Romeo and Juliet Terminology
Allusion: A brief reference to a person, place, or event from history.

Aside: To let the audience know what a character is about to do or thinking. An aside is generally very brief. 

Blank Verse: Poetry in iambic feet. The lines in a blank verse poem do not rhyme.
Dramatic Irony: Dramatic Irony occurs when the audience of a play or the reader of a work of literature knows something that a character in the work itself does not know. 
Foil: In literature, a foil is a character that contrasts a different character. It highlights certain qualities. 

Foreshadowing: A literary technique used by many different authors to provide clues for the reader to be able to predict what might occur later on in the story.

Juxtaposition: The placing side by side of opposite images or ideas in order to emphasize the contrast. 

Metaphor: A figure of speech involving and implied (not directly stated) comparison, without using the words ‘like’ or ‘as’. 

Oxymoron: The joining of contradictory terms (as in Deafening Silence, Jumbo Shrimp, Cold Fire, Sick Health, Feather of Lead)
Paradox : A statement that appears to contradict itself. When investigated or explained, it may prove to be true. The statement `I always lie' is a paradox because if it is true…it must be false!
Examples:  Nobody goes to that restaurant, it's too crowded.
Don't go near the water until you've learned to swim.
The man who wrote such a poor sentence cannot write at all. 
If you get this message, call me; if you don't, then don't worry about it.
Personification: A figure of speech in which animals, objects, or abstract ideas are given human form or qualities.  
Pun: A joke or type of wordplay in which similar senses or sounds of two words or phrases, or different senses of the same word, are deliberately confused; To tell a pun, to make a play on words

Ex: You have nimble soles, I have a soul of lead. 

· I used to be a blackjack host, but was offered a better deal.

· I used to work for Pepsi, but then I got canned.

· I used to be a butler, but found the work wasn't my cup of tea.

· I used to be a carpenter, but then I got bored.

· I used to be a doctor, but then I lost patients.

· I used to be a hotel clerk, but then I had reservations.

Simile: A simile is a figure of speech comparing two unlike things, often introduced with the word "like" or "as". ...

Soliloquy 
1. an act or instance of talking to oneself

2. lines in a drama in which a character reveals his or her thoughts to the audience, but not to the other characters, by speaking as if to himself or herself
Sonnet: A type of poem consisting of 14 lines with a fixed rhyme scheme. Each line in a sonnet consists of 10 syllables. In Romeo and Juliet, there are three sonnets.
