· Elaborate – Your support/personal connections or ideas to back up your quote

· Narrative Perspective – First Person (Speak, Kath and Mouse), Third Person Limited (Not Ever Again), Third Person Omniscient (The Interlopers)

· Irony – Situational (Sentry), Dramatic (Lamb to the Slaughter), and Verbal (Parts of ‘Ironic’ by Alanis Morrisette)
· Conflict – Internal, Interpersonal, and External

· Courage (discussed in all short stories and poems in this unit!)
· Foreshadowing (The Interlopers, Kath and Mouse)
