Definitions

Elements of Art
1.  Line:  A mark which may be horizontal, vertical, or diagonal, straight or curved, thick or thin.

2.  Colour:  This is light reflected off objects.  Its characteristics include hue (actual colour), value (how light ir dark), and intensity (how bright or dull).

3.  Value:  this is the lightness or darkness of a hue or colour.  It can range from black to white or light to dark.

4.  Shape:  a design created by a closed line.  It may be geometric (squares, circles, etc.) or organic (natural shapes).

5.  Form:  three-dimensional shapes which express lengthy, width, and depth;  such as circles, triangles, boxes, cylinders, etc.

6.  Space:  the area in and around objects.  It is outlined by the shapes and forms around it.

7.  Texture:  surface quality which can be seen and “felt”.  It may be smooth or rough, soft or hard, silky or gritty.

Principles of Art

1.  Contrast:  the difference between and among things, such as colour, use of light, texture, objects, etc.

2.  Unity:  sense of harmony and balance in art.  All things work together to help the image make “sense”.

3.  Balance:  the way in which elements of an image are arranged to create harmony.  This is achieved through symmetry (similar on both sides), asymmetry (different on both sides), or radial (circular or spirals out).
4.  Emphasis:  attributing special attention to help some aspect of the image to stand out from the rest.
5.  Variety:  using different elements of art to achieve effect.
6.  Movement:  suggestion of action taking place (ie. waves, bent tress for wind).
7.  Pattern:  repetition of shapes, textures, images, etc., to create desired effect.
