· Irony -- In literature, there are three forms of irony: Verbal irony, Situational irony, and Dramatic irony.
Dramatic Irony: a situation in which the audience knows something that the character does not. 

Situational Irony: a situation in which there is a contrast between what the reader expects to happen, and what actually happens.

Verbal Irony: a contrast between what is said and meant by a character.
· Foreshadowing- hints about what is to come in a story.
Theme - the main idea, moral or message of a text, also known as the central insight.
· Conflict- the struggle between opposing forces

Internal- a character struggling with a decision or own feelings 

Interpersonal – character(s) versus character(s)

     External- a character struggling against the outside world (Person versus Storm)
· Atmosphere-the overall feeling that surrounds a text like a blanket. It is very important in descriptive writing.
