Video Project

The major project for this course is the production of a video using puppetry.  Students will be assigned a short tale and will use sock puppets to develop it into a short video.  Each student in the group will have an assigned task and will be responsible to the group to ensure this task is complete in order for the story to be told.  The roles are:

· Director – includes coordinating roles and assisting where needed

· Screenwriter – writing of the script for the film

· Art Director – developing storyboard, action figures, and set design

· Cinematographer – developing set, lighting and shooting video

· Technologist/Editor – editing video and preparing final product

Although each person is assigned a specific role, it is the joint responsibility of all members to ensure all tasks are complete.  For example, the screenwriter has responsibility at the front end of the project and the editor at the back end, but there are still roles for all members throughout the process.

Also, remember that this is a group effort and the voices of all members are to be respected.  As well, this is a process, so changes, adjustments, and adaptations are to be expected. The final product may be very different from the original plan – don’t be afraid to embrace change as needed.
Evaluation will be ongoing throughout the process.  There will be a mark for the final product, but also for each of the stages in the development of the movie and in the process of collaboration and sharing.

The final project is due at the last week of January as the “final exam” for the course.

* Note:  Sock puppetry has been cited as the format of the movie, but if a group prefers another option, that is acceptable, but it must be cleared with the teacher.  For example, student acting, stop motion, paper figures, or cartoon drawings are possibilities.
